Classroom Procedures

General

1. Students should give their best effort at all times during class.

Absences

1. If a test, assignment or project is missed due to an excused or unexcused absence, it is the student’s responsibility to find out from the instructor what was missed upon returning to class.  

Tardy Policy

1. Each student is to be in the classroom, in his/her seat when the tardy bell begins to ring.
NOT IN SEAT = TARDY

Student Responsibility

1. Every Student is responsible for bringing their notebook, paper, a pen or a pencil to class every day.  Failure to do so will be documented.
2. When Chromebooks are used in class for a specific purpose, students must be using the correct app and assignment goal(s).A student using any feature of the Chromebook in a way that the teacher deems a distraction to the student or the class or in manner not associated with the lesson/assignment, will lose the use of the Chromebook for the remainder of the period.
3. Each student is required to keep track of all assignments and important material presented in class.  This information should be kept in the student’s notebook.  Notebooks will be checked regularly and graded.

4. There may be opportunities for extra credit in this class.   It is recommended to take full advantage of any of these opportunities!

5. The Atwater FFA is an important part of this class!  FFA makes a positive difference in the lives of students by developing their potential for premier leadership, personal growth, and career success through agriculture education.

6. Three FFA activities are required per Quarter! (this is 10% of your overall grade)
7. Failure to participate in Shop activities or daily cleanup will result in loss of points for the day.  Failure to participate in two consecutive days will result in a referral and a teacher/ parent contact.

8. When working in the shop the student will wear protective clothing and safety glasses at all times.  Students not following this rule will receive a shop violation. (multiple violations = removal from this class PERMANENTLY)

9. During the course of this class each student may have the opportunity to construct a project that he/she can take home.  Each student is responsible for the cost associated with the construction of each project.  The instructor will provide each student with a shop bill (which will list the cost of all materials and shop consumables) upon request.  Shop skills projects are offered free or at a reduced cost.
10. During the course of this class your son/daughter will be exposed to potentially harmful situations (machinery, etc.) Every student will pass a safety test with 100%.  Safety is our number one priority.  ANY UNSAFE ACTS WILL NOT BE TOLERATED AND COULD RESULT IN REMOVAL FROM THE CLASS.
