	Portable Belt Sander
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Safety suggestions 

1. Check the belt condition before starting.  Do not use a damaged belt.

2. Unplug the power cord before removing/installing the belt.

3. If the belt has a directional arrow, install it with the arrow facing toward the          back of the sander, on the bottom.

4. Hold the sander with both hands, start it above the work and lower it so that the      rear of the sander touches first. 
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Lift the sander off when stopping.  Do not put it down until the belt is completely stopped.
