Eye protection must be worn at all times.

2. Lower the hold-down so that the spring fingers rest lightly on the work.

3. Hold the material with your fingers away from the “line of cut”.

4. Avoid overloading the blade by feeding the stock too fast.

5. Avoid twisting the blade by turning too fast.
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Adjust the speed to achieve most efficient cutting action.
