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Safety suggestions 
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Do not plane wood with cracks, loose knots, nails etc.

2. Adjust the planer opening smaller than the thickness of the wood.  Maximum cut is 1/8” (3mm.).

3. Turn on the dust collector, open the chute…

4. Stand to the side when feeding wood into the planer.

5. Do not look through the throat of the planer when the machine is operating.

6. Do not remove chips when the machine is running.
