Purpose:





The purpose of this activity is to introduce you to the major products produced in the eight agriculture regions of California and to the top ten California agriculture commodities.





Activity Directions:	





Your teacher has provided a large map of California that has been divided into the eight California regions.  Your class will be divided up into eight groups.  As a group, you will be assigned one of those eight regions and be responsible for providing pictures of agricultural commodities from that region.  You can find these pictures in magazines and newspapers.





In class, your group will present your information to the class.  The pictures will be attached to the collage during your groups presentation.
