Disabled physically (Usually, when a limb goes lame the animal can not use that limb 

correctly.)

Abrasions:



Shallow scrapes or scratches causing injury to the skin.

Uro-genital:



Organs of the excretory or reproductive system.

Dehydration:



Loss of body water.

Ulcer:



When there is a break in the membrane or skin that causes a discharge to secrete out.

8.
Parasites:


Animals that live in/on the body of another [usually larger animals (hosts)], for the purpose 
of food, shelter, and reproduction.

Irritability:



Annoyed easily, excited.

10. Demeanor:



Behavior exhibited by animal.
