Notes to teacher:

3.
Conduct a contest in which the best timeline is selected based on creativity, content, and organization.  Judging should be by a panel at the instructors discretion.  The winners may receive an award, prize, and/or to display their work prominently.

The instructor must describe the evaluation criteria to the students prior to the activity.  If exceptional work is created, the instructor may laminate the work for the purpose of future examples, demonstration, and/or instructional aide material.
